HOW TO READ THIS BRIEF

Bangkok's after-dinner cocktail scene runs across four loosely defined neighbourhoods, each with a distinct
accent. Sathorn skews quiet and moneyed, Thonglor reads younger and design-led, Charoenkrung (the old
town) leans craft and historical, and Sukhumvit fills the gaps. The fourteen rooms below are listed by
neighbourhood. None require a membership card; most reward a reservation.

Dress code reads as smart-casual minimum across all rooms. Closed shoes, no athletic wear, no tank tops
on men. Two of the rooftop rooms enforce a long-trousers rule after dark.

SATHORN — QUIET MONEY

Vesper - Convent Road

Italian-led aperitivo and a back-room cocktail menu that rotates quarterly. Reservation essential for Friday and
Saturday. Order the Negroni Bianco; ask for the chef's bar snacks. Walk-ins seated at the marble counter
when available.

Smalls - Suan Phlu

Three floors of jazz, late-opening, no reservations. Live trio Wed—Sun. Cash bar tab opens on arrival — cards
accepted but slow. Best between 23:00 and 01:00 once the dinner crowd thins.

Sky Bar at lebua State Tower

The famous one. Worth one visit for the view; arrive at 18:30 for sundowner pricing and an unobstructed
Chao Phraya panorama. Long trousers required. The cocktail list is competent rather than cult.

SUKHUMVIT — THE SPINE
Tropic City - Asok

Tiki done with restraint. The Mai Tai variants are landmark; ask for the seasonal pour. Reservations for groups
of four or more, otherwise first-come at the bar.
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BKK Social Club - Four Seasons Chao Phraya

South-American influence, ranked on the Asia 50 list since opening. Reservation by email two weeks ahead
for the bar counter; standing room available after 22:30. Order the EI Camino.

Penicillin - Sukhumvit 11

Hong Kong import; tea and apothecary motifs. Smaller room than the original. Reservation strongly advised.
Try the Earl Grey Caviar.

THONGLOR — THE DESIGN CROWD

The Bamboo Bar at Mandarin Oriental - Bangrak (cross-river)

Listed under Thonglor for the crowd, geographically across the river. Live jazz trio Tue—Sat from 21:00. Strict
dress code; long trousers and closed shoes for all. Two cocktails minimum at the bar counter.

Asia Today - Sukhumvit 49

Pan-Asian ingredient bar with a tight 12-cocktail menu. Walk-ins after 21:00. Order the Pandan Gimlet.

Backstage Cocktail Bar - Sukhumvit 38

Theatre-themed; walk-ins only, queue forms at 20:00. Order from the improvised menu — bartender will ask
three questions and build to taste.

CHAROENKRUNG — THE OLD TOWN

Teens of Thailand - Soi Nana (Charoenkrung)

Gin specialist. Walk-in only. Twenty seats, tight room, Friday queue from 19:30. Order the Cha Yen Gin Tonic.

Tep Bar - Soi Nana (Charoenkrung)

Thai folk music Thursday to Saturday from 21:00. Cocktails built around Thai herbs and Mekhong.
Reservations Friday-Saturday only.
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Sing Sing Theater - Sukhumvit 45 (paired evening)

Listed here for the after-Charoenkrung pairing. Cabaret floor and DJ rooms. Reservation through the website;
drinks priced premium.

Aksorn - Charoenkrung 32

Ground-floor Thai restaurant by Chef David Thompson; rooftop cocktail bar on the same building. Reservation
for dinner; bar walk-in.

Q&A Bar - Sukhumvit 21

Train-carriage room of forty seats. Walk-in only. Order the house Old Fashioned variant; bartender will pace
the second drink.

PRACTICAL NOTES

+ Reservation discipline: most rooms hold tables for 15 minutes past booking.

+ Cash and cards both accepted; tipping rounds to the next 50 baht.

+ Two-drink minimum is informal but real at counter seats.

+ Grab and Bolt cars are the default between districts; fare typically 80—180 baht.

« Last orders cluster at 00:30; some Charoenkrung rooms run to 02:00 on weekends.
